Scientif ic  research opportunit ies include 
individual research projects (known as "Signature 
Work" at DKU), "Summer Research Scholars Program," 
and participation in academic research through faculty 
research groups. The 2023 undergraduate cohort has 
continued to excel in research engagement. 

The many research opportunities available to Duke 
Kunshan University students not only enhance 
academic inquiry, scientific thinking, teamwork, and 
problem-solving abilities but also provide a unique 
advantage when pursuing graduate education. The 
comprehensive competitiveness was recognized by 
prestigious universities and institutions. Among 
undergraduate graduates of the second cohort, 34 
students received 68 offers from doctoral programs 
from 48 prestigious institutions, including Duke 
University, University of Cambridge, Yale University, 
Cornell University, Westlake University, Duke-NUS 
Medical School, University of Michigan Ann Arbor, 
University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign, and many 
more. This means 15% of the Class of 2023 had offers 
to enter doctoral  programs directly from their  
undergraduate education, an increase of nearly 3% 
over the inaugural class of undergraduates.
